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INTRODUCTION
This analysis was commissioned by the Ministry of Scientific and Technological Development, Higher Education and Information Society in the Government of the Republic of Srpska. The main goal of the analysis is to provide insight into the current state of the ICT sector in the Republic of Srpska, as well as to show the basic trends of this part of the economy in the last six years (2014–2019). More precisely, this analysis will provide an insight into the coverage, scope, demography and structural characteristics, development trends and dynamics of development of the entire ICT sector, as well as its parts.
The ultimate goal of the analysis is for it to be one of the guidelines for the Government of the Republic of Srpska in providing support to this sector, in order to have a stronger impact on economic development. 
This analysis can also be used for:
· encouraging export and foreign investments, 
· guiding young people into the ICT sector,
· creating ICT secor development strategy,
· further analysis of the potential and limits in operations in the ICT sector, 
· more detailed analysis of individual parts of the ICT sector, as well as of individual companies in this industry. 

The analysis has two parts:
A. Part related to legal entities (mostly „Ltd”)
· review and analysis of the entire ICT sector consisting legal entities 
· review and analysis of legal entities by individual segments 
B. Part related to natural person (mostly “sole traders”)
· sector overview for 2018
· sector overview for 2019

[bookmark: _Toc58240462]1.1. 	Data sources
As the main source of data for this analysis, the information of the Agency for Intermediary, IT and Financial Services (APIF), Banja Luka and the information of LRC BIS - Business Intelligence System, Sarajevo were used. The basis for obtaining data are financial reports, which companies are required to submit to the institution on an annual basis. Data for sole traders were obtained from the Tax Administration of the Republic of Srpska and the Agency for Intermediary, IT and Financial Services (APIF), Banja Luka.

The starting criteria for the classification of companies is the main activity under which the companies are registered. This should be the activity in which the company generates the largest share of turnover.
However, in the IT sector in the Republic of Srpska, as well as in the surrounding countries, this is often not the case. Companies are often registered under a different activity code, compared to the one in which they generate the largest share of turnover.
IT companies in this analysis include all companies that annually submit financial reports to APIF: limited companies, joint stock companies and entrepreneurs under the above codes, with whose headquarters in the Republic of Srpska.

The total revenue generated by these companies represents 0.39% of the total revenue of the ICT sector, which consists of legal entities, while the revenue (profit) of sole traders makes 0.26% of the total revenue of the ICT sector. The number of sole traders, who reported any business result in 2019 is 4.90% of the total number of companies in the ICT sector. The average revenue per sole traders is 228,025 KM. The total number of employees in the sole traders sector is 44.











[bookmark: _Toc58240471]CONCLUSIONS
The conclusions we can draw from this analysis are:
1. The total number of companies in the ICT sector shows a tendency of slight growth.
2. The largest number of companies is located in sector 62.01 Computer programming, to which special attention should be paid.
3. By far the largest number of enterprises in this sector are micro and small enterprises, which should be kept in mind when sizing potential measures to support the sector.
4. The number of employees in the ICT sector shows a growth trend, except for 92.00 Gambling and betting activities, which in 2018 experienced a serious decline in the number of employees (probably as a result of a significant decline in total revenue in this industry), but the number of employees in 2019 increased again. Leading activity by number of employees 61.10 Wired telecommunications activities recorded stagnation in the number of employees.
5. The total ICT sector in the Republic Srpska generates less than a billion KM in annual revenue, which is a rather modest business result. Total revenue grew for the first four years, and in 2018 there was a decline, primarily due to reduced revenues in the activity 92.00, but also in some others.
6. Net profit recorded a steady growth from 2016 to 2018. Profit increased in 2018 compared to 2017, despite a significant decline in total revenue, but in 2019 recorded a decline. 
7. The amount of total annual salaries is constantly growing in the examined period, while monthly gross earnings per employee behave differently. It continuously decreased in the period 2014-2017, and then in 2018 and 2019 it recorded a slight increase compared to previous years.
