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INTRODUCTION

You are reading the fifth issue of the Social, Family and Child Protection Bulletin. The Ministry of
Health and Social Welfare has released this bulletin every year since 2010 with a view to providing
the professional and general public with basic information and current trends in the field of social,
family and child protection. The data were obtained solely from public social welfare institutions,
which is one of the drawbacks of this publication as the still high percentage of unregistered private
institutions and NGOs engaged in social, family and child protection continues to impede collection
of administratively comprehensive and valid data. We hope that this area sees important systemic
improvements in 2015, which would allow expansion of research and data collection, both for the
public and the private/NGO sectors.

The year behind us, 2014, brought new challenges in the social protection of citizens of Republika
Srpska. In addition to “typical” problems, the May 2014 catastrophic floods that affected a great num-
ber of local communities suddenly created new social problems for a large portion of the Republika
Srpska population. The destruction of physical property in Doboj, Samac, Bijeljina, Modri¢a, Sekoviéi,
Srbac, Kostajnica, Vukosavlje etc. has brought a significant number of people into a state of social
need and social vulnerability. The already weak social, family and child protection system had to re-
spond to a sudden surge in demand for social services. Provision of humanitarian aid and temporary
housing, organisation of psycho-social support, collection of data and preparation of a “social map”
of the flood-affected population were just some of the challenges faced in those days by profession-
als working in social work centres. Furthermore, in several communities the existing resources of
centres for social work - offices, equipment, vehicles and archives — were fully or partially destroyed.
This made it very difficult for social welfare institutions and their staff to continue their work. With
the support of centres for social work (CSWs) from municipalities not hit by the floods, profession-
al associations, international organisations (UNICEF, UNDP, IOM, etc.), partners and the Ministry of
Health and Social Welfare, great efforts were made to provide the affected population with emergen-
cy housing and aid and rehabilitate the destroyed facilities and equipment.

While efforts to address the flood consequences remained the predominant focus of social, family
and child protection in 2014, there was no discontinuation in fulfilment of all obligations stemming
from the Law on Social Protection and the Law on Child Protection. Also, there was no discontinu-
ation in implementation of development projects aimed at improving procedures and methods of
social work. Particular attention was devoted to the completion of secondary legislation and creation
of a database to monitor implementation of the Law on Social Protection.

The consequences of the 2014 catastrophic floods will certainly continue to be felt throughout 2015
and beyond as social welfare institutions will be forced to step up their efforts to address increased
needs, which will require further professional, organisational and financial strengthening and im-
provement of the social, family and child protection system.

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HOW THE SYSTEM IS
ORGANISED

The social, family and child protection system in Republika Srpska is organised at the levels of the
Republic and local administration units, meaning that the responsibility for social protection rests
with the Republic and cities/municipalities. Under the Law on Social Protection, those responsible
for social protection are required to: promote the development of social protection; work in an or-
ganised manner towards realisation of social protection goals; ensure realisation of rights provided
for under the relevant laws, including the financing of those rights; establish other rights and lay
down conditions for their implementation; provide resources; and establish institutions for the im-
plementation of rights.

The Republic regulates the social protection system, establishes basic social protection rights and
criteria, identifies beneficiaries, formulates and enacts policies and development strategies, allocates
funds for the implementation of rights, establishes and guides the work of social welfare institutions
of broader importance, and ensures optimal development of social protection within the framework
of economic and social policy.

Local administration units allocate funds for the implementation of social protection rights and ac-
tivities, formulate and enact social protection programmes on the basis of analysis of the social sit-
uation of citizens on their territory, establish social welfare institutions and ensure their operability,
coordinate social protection activities on their territory, and perform other tasks aimed at achieving
the goals of social protection.

Management of the social, family and child protection system is the responsibility of the Ministry of
Health and Social Welfare of Republika Srpska. For the purpose of managing the social, family and
child protection system a Department for Social, Family and Child Protection was formed as the re-
sponsible organisational unit within the Ministry.

In 2014 in Republika Srpska there were 47 CSWs and 14 social protection departments operating
as part of municipalities’ administrative services, usually under the Department for Social Services.
In addition to CSWs, in 2014 in Republika Srpska there were eight residential care facilities whose
founder is the Government.

The Law on Social Protection provides that, in addition to the public sector, social protection tasks
may be performed by the private and non-governmental sectors. Such legal definition has allowed
the operation of private social welfare institutions and activities of NGOs and user associations in
delivering direct assistance and support services to beneficiaries. Last year saw the beginning of an
extensive process of harmonising the operation of existing private nursing homes and the work of
NGOs and user associations in this field. In 2014 harmonisation with the Law on Social Protection was
completed by seven private nursing homes and four NGOs.

Child protection tasks are performed by the Public Child Protection Fund, which pays out cash trans-
fers to the beneficiaries eligible under the Law on Child Protection.

The integrated organisational performance of the social, family and child protection systems is re-
flected in the uniform treatment and implementation of the Law on Social Protection, the Family Law
and the Law on Child Protection on the entire territory of Republika Srpska.

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BENEFICIARIES

The Law defines the beneficiary of rights in the social protection system as any person having found
himself/herself in a state of social need who meets the statutory eligibility criteria. The Law on Social
Protection recognises two main groups of beneficiaries:

- Children: without parental care, with developmental disabilities, whose development is hin-
dered by family circumstances, victims of violence, victims of child trafficking, with socially
unacceptable behaviour, exposed to socially risky behaviours, who are in need of social pro-
tection due to exceptional circumstances;

« Adults: persons materially unprovided for and unfit for work, persons with disability, elder-
ly without family care, persons with negative social behaviour, victims of psychoactive sub-
stance abuse, victims of domestic violence, victims of human trafficking, and persons in need
of social protection due to exceptional circumstances.

Interventions targeting beneficiaries of the social protection system include cash transfers, provision
of social services and other measures aimed at meeting social needs and preventing and addressing
social problems.

The rights to social benefits are realised in accordance with the Law on Social Protection. The rights
that can be realised on equal terms on the entire territory of Republika Srpska include cash benefit,
long-term care and support benefit, support for equalisation of opportunities for children and youth
with developmental disabilities, placement in residential care facilities, placement in foster families,
home assistance and care, day care, one-off cash benefit, and counselling. Additionally, the Law
provides that local administration units may, as per their own decision, define additional, extended
rights to address the specific needs of beneficiaries living on their respective territories.

Beneficiaries of the right to cash benefit are persons who have trouble meeting their basic living needs
and who are in a state of absolute poverty.

Beneficiaries of the right to long-term care and support benefit are persons with disabilities and other
persons who require full or partial assistance due to impaired functioning of their body. This right
arises from the society’s recognition of the state of functional dependency and constitutes a com-
pensatory right aimed at equalising opportunities and life chances for persons with disabilities.

Beneficiaries of the right to support for equalisation of opportunities for children and youth with develop-
mental disabilities are children and young people with physical, mental, sensory or multiple disabil-
ities who have undergone needs assessments and targeting of children and youth, and who, after
completing primary school and no later than the age of 30, are included in the education process,
when they cannot realise this right on other grounds.

Beneficiaries of the right to placement in residential care facilities are persons for whom, as determined
by professional assessment, institutionalisation is the optimal form of social care. Beneficiaries can
use the right to this service, which is funded from the budget of local administration units, if they
meet statutory eligibility criteria. Placement of elderly and infirm persons in institutions for perma-
nent care can be attained at their own request or at the request of the family if they provide neces-
sary resources themselves.
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Beneficiaries of the right to placement in foster families are persons who are in the same or similar state
of need for social care as those who are placed in residential care facilities. The difference is that
fostering is recognised as a more acceptable and optimal form of social protection of functionally
dependent beneficiaries.

Beneficiaries of the right to home assistance and care are elderly, infirm and disabled persons who are
provided with social support in their own homes. This right can also be used by children with disabil-
ities if they meet statutory eligibility criteria.

Beneficiaries of the right to day care are persons who are provided with different types of organised
day care services outside their own families, which include food, care, health care, education, psycho-
social rehabilitation, occupational therapy and other services.

Beneficiaries of the right to one-off cash benefit are persons and families who temporarily find them-
selves in a state of social need due to unforeseen circumstances, which they are unable to address on
their own, i.e. without the support from the system. The most common reasons for using this right
include medical treatment, death of a family member, support to housing, purchase of food and
clothing, etc.

Beneficiaries of the right to counselling are persons who require systemic and programmed support
and assistance by professionals who use the methods of social work and other social sciences and
humanities to assist beneficiaries in overcoming the psycho-social problems they have found them-
selves in, such as illness, old age, disability, unemployment , death of a close person, problems in
the education of children and relations between parents and children, problems of risky behaviour
among children and youth, problems of marital and extra-marital relationships, domestic violence,
re-socialisation of beneficiaries after a prolonged stay in residential care facilities, etc.

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STAFFING

The social, family and child protection system employs professional workers and workers performing
other social protection tasks. Under the Law on Social Protection, professional workers are those
having the following qualifications: social workers, lawyers, psychologists, sociologists, pedagogues,
special pedagogues and special-education teachers (special educators and rehabilitators).

In addition to professional workers, social welfare institutions employ workers (‘workers performing
other social protection tasks’) who have relevant pedagogical, medical and other training, with the
main task of providing care to beneficiaries.

In CSWs professional tasks are generally performed by professionals who are trained to work with
beneficiaries individually or in teams. Professional workers employed in CSWs perform tasks relat-
ed to the implementation of beneficiaries’ rights (administrative proceedings), activities aimed at
providing immediate alleviation to beneficiaries who are in a state of social need (direct assistance),
and development work related to the improvement of the social protection system (analyses, eval-
uations, projects).

In residential care facilities care for beneficiaries is delivered by professionals and other workers who
are trained in provision of direct social support. The main task of staff in residential care facilities is to
ensure provision of high quality residential care services to beneficiaries.

In 2014 CSWs had a total of 614 employees, of whom 366 were professional workers. The total num-
ber of workers employed in social welfare institutions (residential care facilities) founded by the Gov-
ernment was 420, of whom 254 were professional workers. Analysis shows that social workers with a
university or associate degree made up the majority of employees in the social protection system in
2014, while special pedagogues and sociologists were the least numerous.

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FUNDING

Funding for social protection, as established by the Law on Social Protection, is provided from several
sources: public revenues collected in the budgets of the Republic and local administration units; do-
nor funds (legal and natural persons) and citizens’ contributions; and beneficiaries’ own funds.

The budget of Republika Srpska provides funding for the following: 50% co-funding of the right to
cash benefit, 50% co-funding of the right to long-term care and support benefit; co-funding of a
share of costs of health insurance for beneficiaries; funding of the right to assistance for equalisation
of opportunities for children and youth with developmental disabilities; co-funding of a share of
costs of institutionalisation of beneficiaries placed by CSWs in social welfare institutions founded
by the Government; funding of construction, adaptation, refurbishment, equipping and a share of
heating and maintenance costs for social welfare institutions founded by the Government; funding
of the activities of the Social Protection Institute; funding of the maintenance of the Republic’s social
protection information system; funding of development programmes aimed at improving the social
protection system; and funding of the Republic’s emergency assistance activities in cases of extreme
threat to the living conditions and living standard of a large number of citizens caused by economic,
social and humanitarian reasons.

The budgets of local administration units allocate funding for: 50% co-funding of the right to cash
benefit; co-funding of a share of costs of health insurance for beneficiaries; funding of the right to
placement in institutional care; funding of the right to placement in foster care; funding of the right
to day care; funding of the right to long-term care and support; funding of the right to one-off cash
benefit; funding of extended social protection rights; funding of the CSWs and other social welfare
institutions founded by local administration units.

The calculation base for determining the amount of benefits under the Law on Social Protection is
the preceding year’s average net wage in Republika Srpska. In 2014 benefits were calculated based
on the average net wage in 2013, which was KM 808.00.

In 2014 the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare was allocated KM 23,069,999.28 from the RS budget
for various purposes (KM 18,307,786.28 for co-funding of beneficiaries’ rights, KM 2,762,213.00 for
co-funding social welfare institutions founded by the Republic, KM 2,000,000.00 for financial support
to the Public Child Protection Fund).

In 2014, under the Law on Social Protection, local governments allocated a total of KM 43,737,063.20
for the implementation of social protection rights.

In 2014, total allocations from the budget of Republika Srpska and local budgets for beneficiaries of
the rights under the Law on Social Protection amounted to KM 62,044,849.48.

In addition to CSWs, the social protection system includes facilities providing institutionalised (res-
idential) care to beneficiaries (children’s homes, homes for persons with disabilities and nursing
homes), as well as facilities for day care and social services (day care centres, counselling centres,
service centres, etc.).

Social welfare institutions may be founded by Republika Srpska, local administration units, private
persons, NGOs and religious organisations.

The social welfare institutions founded by Republika Srpska which provided residential care to bene-
ficiaries in 2014 were: Home for Children and Youth without Parental Care “Rada Vranjesevi¢”in Banja
Luka, Home for Persons with Disabilities in Prijedor, Home for Persons with Disabilities in ViSegrad,
Centre for Children and Youth with Developmental Disabilities “Budu¢nost” in Derventa, Home for
the Elderly in Prijedor, Home for the Elderly in Isto¢no Sarajevo, Home for the Elderly in Banja Luka,
and Gerontology Centre “Slateks” in Slatina.

Prices of residential care services in social welfare institutions founded by Republika Srpska are de-
termined in a decision issued by the Minister. In 2014 the price of residential care was KM 625.00 for
children and adult independent persons and KM 680.00 for adult non-independent persons.

In order to ensure economic viability and competitiveness of public social welfare institutions, the
Law on Social Protection provides for the co-financing from the Government budget of residential
care services provided by these institutions. In 2014 the Government allocated KM 2,762,213.00 for
these purposes.

With the aim of implementing the rights under the Law on Child Protection, the Government of
Republika Srpska established the Public Child Protection Fund. The Fund was established on 25 No-
vember 1996 in accordance with the provisions of Article 70 of the Law on Child Protection (“Official
Gazette of Republika Srpska’, Nos. 04/02, 17/08 and 1/09). The Fund operates through the network of
CSWs and municipal social protection services. CSWs are the Fund’s partners not only in conducting
cash transfer-related tasks, but also in all other activities and projects implemented by the Fund.
Therefore, it is important to note that the overall functioning of the Public Child Protection Fund
takes place through CSWs.

Beneficiaries of the rights under the Law on Child Protection are children and families. The Law on
Child Protection regulates the child protection system, which is based on the rights and duties of
parents to take care of the upbringing and education of their children, the right of the child to liv-
ing conditions enabling a healthy psychophysical development, and the obligation of the state to
ensure that this right is implemented. Under the Law on Child Protection and the Regulation on the
Implementation of Child Protection Rights, the rights in the domain of child protection which are
of general interest and which are funded by the Public Child Protection Fund of Republika Srpska
are: refunds for wages during maternity leave, refunds for wages during work with shorter working
hours, maternity benefit, baby package, child care benefit (for the second, third and second child),
meeting of developmental needs of children, pre-school education for children without parental
care, children with developmental disabilities and children hospitalised for longer periods, and vaca-
tions in a children’s seaside resort for children below 15 years of age.

The Fund’s main activities consist in the provision of social protection and pro-birth support to fam-
ilies with children, development of a partnership-based collaborative network with governmental
and non-governmental sectors, approximate equalisation of conditions for meeting the develop-
mental needs of all children in Republika Srpska, and transition from cash transfers to the provision
of services to the end user, children and families.

Organisationally, in addition to its central office in Bijeljina, the Fund has regional offices in Trebinje,
Isto¢no Sarajevo and Banja Luka. It employs a total of 34 staff.

The funding for the Child Protection Fund is provided from: the child protection contribution at a
rate determined by the Law on Contributions (“Official Gazette of Republika Srpska’, No. 51/01); gifts,
donations and contributions from physical and legal entities; use of available resources and rights;
from the Republika Srpska budget, if the Child Protection Fund cannot secure the necessary resourc-
es for the implementation of the rights of common interest from the original contribution rate; from
issuing of or trading in securities and from domestic and foreign loans.

In 2014, through the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare, the Government of Republika Srpska
awarded a KM 2 million grant to the Public Child Protection Fund.

In 2014, total allocations for the rights whose implementation is the responsibility of the Public Child
Protection Fund of Republika Srpska amounted to KM 56.5 million.

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PROJECT ACTIVITIES

The development of the social, family and child protection system and its improvements have largely
resulted from implementation of development projects. The long-standing partnerships between
the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare and relevant domestic and international institutions have
facilitated implementation of significant projects in 2014. The key intention of the Ministry of Health
and Social Welfare was to ensure that as many project activities as possible are implemented at
the community level with the aim of strengthening the competences of providers of social, family
and child protection. CSWs are the backbone of the system and as such have acted as coordinators
of most project activities at the community level. The Ministry of Health and Social Welfare has
provided technical and systemic support for the implementation of these projects in line with its
responsibilities.

“SOCIALISATION OF CHILDREN OF REPUBLIKA SRPSKA - KUMBOR 2014”

The right to “meeting developmental needs of
children” as established under Article 27 of the Law
on Child Protection of Republika Srpska (“Official
Gazette of Republika Srpska”, Nos. 04/02, 17/08
and 01/09), is implemented through participation
of children in the project“Socialisation of Children
of Republika Srpska” During the twelve years of
its continuous implementation, the project has
included 16,494 children. The project activities
are implemented at the seaside children’s resort
“Kumbor”in Kumbor, Montenegro.

The “2014 Socialisation of Children of Republika Srpska” project started on 22 May 2014 and ended
on 15 September 2014.

During the 116 days of project implementation, a total of 1,605 children from all over Republika
Srpska, distributed in thirteen shifts, participated in the project. Children who participated in the
project included those whose development was hampered by unfavourable family, social and
financial circumstances, health- and development-related problems, but also gifted children and
winners of republic- and state-level competitions. The children were aged from 6 to 15 years,
and children with disabilities and chronic illnesses were aged up to 17 years and older. The most
numerous participants in the project (up to 70%) were children beneficiaries of CSWs and municipal
social and child protection departments in Republika Srpska.

The project primarily focuses on meeting children’s developmental needs, such as the needs for
security, trust, social participation, positive social integration, affirmation, physical activity, play,
development of skills and achievements, learning, self-determination, structure and clear boundaries,
affection towards adult role-models, etc.

Project activities are tailored to fit the age, developmental characteristics and individual personalities
of children participating in the project. The goals of the project are socialisation, integration,
affirmation of children’s potentials, developing a sense of empathy, and rehabilitation, all of which
represent social support to children in fostering their development, and to families in achieving their

socialisation and protective roles.

The project is implemented in cooperation with institutions, organisations, universities, associations
and individuals, and the key partners are CSWs and social and child protection departments from
all municipalities in Republika Srpska. Professionals-individuals involved in the implementation of
the project are social workers, psychologists, pedagogues, special-education teachers, teachers of
various subjects, physical education teachers, medical doctors and nurses. Health care for children
and support staff is ensured within the resort through the round-the-clock presence of a medical
doctor and a nurse.

The project will continue in 2015.

PROJECT “ENHANCING THE SOCIAL PROTECTION AND INCLUSION SYSTEM FOR
CHILDREN IN BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA - SPIS”

Implementation of the project “Enhancing the Social Protection and Inclusion System for Children
in Bosnia and Herzegovina” has continued in 2014. The project focuses on poverty reduction, social
development and enhancing the capacity of service providers and representatives at all levels
of government. UNICEF’s support has also focused on the implementation of the Law on Social
Protection and enhancing the social protection system in Republika Srpska. Activities implemented
in 2014 were aimed at development of social work in schools in Republika Srpska. A total of 25
social workers were employed in schools, of whom 8 were employed in primary schools and 17 in
secondary schools.

Activities implemented in 2014 were also aimed at increasing the professional competence of social
workers, other professional workers and directors of schools which implemented social work, with
the aim of enhancing their capacities and the quality of professional work, which means improving
the status of pupils/students in the teaching process.

The project has officially ended, but some of its activities (social work in schools) will continue in
future.

PROJECT “DEVELOPMENT OF FOSTER CARE IN REPUBLIKA SRPSKA”

The Regulation on Foster Care (“Official Gazette of Republika Srpska’, No. 27/14) has great significance
for the development of foster care in Republika Srpska. This regulation sets out the conditions and
procedures for obtaining the foster family status, types and forms of care in foster families, calculation
of fees for the work of foster care providers, termination of foster care, and the manner of conducting
supervision of foster parents.

UNICEF provided financial support for the training of CSWs staff in Republika Srpska, aimed at
developing their capacity, improving their competencies and enabling them to assess the general
capacity of foster families to effectively perform their fostering roles and tasks to meet specific needs
of beneficiaries who are placed in foster care.

Best interests of the child, need for new knowledge, creation of a support network, education,
promotion of foster care and motivation are the main characteristics of the process of developing
foster care in Republika Srpska, which will continue to be of vital importance in the future.

The project will be continued in 2015.

PROJECT “JUSTICE FOR EVERY CHILD”

CSWs play a crucial role in re-socialisation and reintegration of juvenile offenders. In 2014, with sup-
port from UNICEF, the project worked intensively on the exchange of experiences and finding ways
to increase the number of professional workers in CSWs, improving the competencies of profession-
als engaged in this area, enhancing cooperation with parents of juvenile offenders, and encouraging
other systems to become more socially sensitive. A need arose for day care centres for juveniles. The
project aims to ensure that minors in conflict with the law receive better services and protection and
that professionals are able to recognise their needs, with focus on mediation as an important mea-
sure in ensuring social protection of minors.

Dealing with juvenile delinquency requires a unique approach, addressing the socio-cultural causes
of this mass phenomenon, and involvement of society as a whole (parents, citizens, educational in-
stitutions, legislative authorities and NGOs) in combating it.

The project is implemented in Prijedor, Doboj, Banja Luka, Bijeljina and Foca in partnership with po-
lice, prosecutor’s offices and CSWs.

The project will be continued in 2015.

BIRAC REGION DEVELOPMENT AND COOPERATION PROJECT

Implementation of the Bira¢ Region Development and Cooperation Project, which is funded by the
Government of the Netherlands, began in September 2014. The project will support local authorities
in eradicating social exclusion, child poverty, discrimination and inequalities in accessing basic social
protection services in local communities.

The project aims to contribute to socially inclusive and integrated development of the Birac region
through successful mobilisation of development partnerships and resources, preparation of aregional
development strategy, and encouraging active engagement of all community-based stakeholders
in pursuing joint regional development agenda and translating regional priorities into tangible
development results. The project is a joint initiative of UNDP, UNICEF and UNHCR, with the Ministry
of Health and Social Welfare acting as one of the partners. A Memorandum of Understanding was
signed between the UN and the municipalities of Bratunac, Mili¢i, Srebrenica, Vlasenica and Zvornik,
defining the establishment of local action groups aimed at improving inter-municipal cooperation
and ensuring better cooperation with all local stakeholders. Estimated end date of the project is April
2016. Effective mobilisation of development partnerships and resources, preparation of a regional
development strategy, and encouraging active engagement of all community-based stakeholders
in pursuing joint regional development agenda will contribute to socially inclusive and integrated
development of the Birac region.

SOCIAL SAFETY NETS & EMPLOYMENT SUPPORT PROJECT (SSNESP)

In 2014, the World Bank project “Support to Social Safety Nets and Employment” (SSNESP) started
working on the development of new methodologies for targeting non-contributory cash transfers
in Bosnia and Herzegovina. Also, as part of the project, the terms of reference were developed and
procurement procedures were initiated for upgrading the SOTAC social protection information
system. New CSWs were opened in refitted facilities in municipalities Ribnik, Vukosavlje, Doniji
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Zabar, Han Pijesak and Kalinovik, and were provided with furniture and IT equipment. A survey
was conducted to measure customer satisfaction with the services provided by CSWs and further
activities will be implemented in the future.

“COMPETENCY PASSPORT” PROJECT

The “Competency Passport” project, implemented by GIZ (German Organisation for International
Cooperation), aims to empower beneficiaries, identify their skills and competencies, and increase
their employability and self-employability. In Republika Srpska the project implementation started
in 2012 with the training of competency passport counsellors. Training was provided to 19 certified
counsellors and a smaller number of multipliers. In Republika Srpska there are five counsellors and
multipliers (three in the CSWs in Laktasi, Celinac, Srbac, one in the Institute for Adult Education of
Republika Srpska, and one in the Public Institution — Centre for Culture and Education Laktasi). Around
200 beneficiaries in Bosnia and Herzegovina have received competency passport counselling so far.

Currently ongoing is the training of the second generation of counsellors - a total of 27 participants
from different professions and different institutions in Republika Srpska. There are six future
counsellors in CSWs in Laktasi, Kotor Varo$, Banja Luka and Trebinje. Other participants include
the Employment Bureaus of Banja Luka, Pale, Bijeljina, Isto¢na llidza and Prijedor, as well as NGOs,
ministries and primary schools. The “Competency Passport” project is part of the 2014-2024 Laktasi
Municipality Development Strategy.

PROJECT “SUPPORT TO THE IMPLEMENTATION OF ANNEX VII OF THE DAYTON PEACE
AGREEMENT”

The project focuses on strengthening the capacity of local communities to implement sustainable
return of refugees and displaced persons in BiH. Some of the project activities include strengthening
the social, family and child protection system at the community level. Activities related to this
component are aimed at empowering CSWs and user associations in targeted locations. In Republika
Srpska these activities are implemented in the local communities of Prijedor, GradiSka, Bijeljina and
Foca. The project is implemented in partnership with UN agencies (UNDP, UNICEF, IOM, etc.). Project
implementation continues in 2015.

PROJECT “SUPPORT TO SOCIAL SERVICE PROVIDERS AND ENHANCEMENT OF
MONITORING CAPACITIES”

The project focuses on strengthening the capacity of the social protection system for delivering
support services to the elderly and persons with disabilities. The project is implemented in
cooperation with the Ministry of Civil Affairs of BiH and the Ministry for Human Rights and Refugees
of BiH. Most project activities will be implemented in 2015 and 2016. In 2014 the Terms of Reference
were prepared, project locations were identifies and project management structure was determined.
In Republika Srpska project activities will be implemented in the municipalities of Nevesinje, Pale,
Brod, Novi Grad and Mrkonji¢ Grad. The Ministry of Health and Social Welfare is the coordinator of
activities in Republika Srpska.

SUMMARY OF RESULTS

From 2006 to 2014, through its Ministry of Health and Social Welfare, the Government of Republika
Srpska has significantly improved and streamlined the social, family and child protection system.
Among the many results achieved in this period, one should note the successful implementation
of the Law on Social Protection, which was adopted in March 2012. Below are the results achieved
under the new Law on Social Protection:

for the first time the Republic has taken upon itself the obligation to provide partial funding
for beneficiaries in the amount of KM 20 million per year;

significant increase in the individual amounts of social welfare allowances (e.g. cash benefit
for the impoverished has increased threefold, long term and support benefit has increased
fourfold);

improved targeting of benefits financed from the budget, which means that the benefits are
delivered to those who need them most;

introduction of a social model as opposed to a medical model in determining eligibility for
long term and support benefit;

introduction of new social protection services, such as day care, foster care and counselling,
which significantly improve the quality of social support;

expanding the list of priority groups of social protection beneficiaries (victims of domestic
violence, victims of human trafficking, victims of substance abuse);

introduction of the partnership of public, private and NGO sectors in the provision of social
services;

setting the minimum technical and professional standards for the establishment and oper-
ation of social welfare institutions;

introduction of inspection and, for the first time, introduction of penalties for institutions,
responsible persons and professional workers who do not meet legal obligations;

allowing the private sector to engage in the provision of social protection services, as a re-
sult of which, over a period of two years, user associations opened several high quality pri-
vate homes for the elderly and day care centres for children with special needs.

In addition to the adoption of the new Law on Social Protection, the following results have been

achieved in the social, family and child protection system:

improved living conditions for beneficiaries in social welfare institutions (homes) founded by
the Government through investment programmes which are funded from the regular funds
(old hospital in Prijedor, a new home for the elderly in Isto¢no Sarajevo, a new facility in the
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home for the elderly in Banja Luka, renovated facilities in Derventa, Visegrad and Prijedor);

increased coverage of citizens with social benefits, with the social, family and child
protection system annually providing services for more than 70,000 beneficiaries who
use the rights, services and measures under the Law on Social Protection, Family Law, Law
on Child Protection, Law on Protection and Treatment of Children and Minors in Criminal
Proceedings, the Law on the Protection of Persons with Mental Disabilities, the Law on
Protection from Domestic Violence, etc.

more staff employed in the field of social protection (a total of about two thousand staff
employed), with the trend steadily growing, which suggests that social protection is a
developing economic activity;

support to the establishment of CSWs in Kalinovik and Vukosavlje;

support to the establishment and operation of day care centres for children with special
needs;

boosting the budget of the Public Child Protection Fund from KM 30 million (in 2006) to KM
53 million;

expanding the coverage of child protection rights to 35,000 beneficiary families and almost
40,000 beneficiary children, and each year free summer vacation at the Montenegrin seaside
is provided to more than 1,500 children from socio-economically disadvantaged families;

development of the first strategic documents in the field of social, family and child protection
(“Strategy for Improving the Social Protection of Children without Parental Care”, “Strategy
for Improving the Social Position of Persons with Disabilities”);

in cooperation with international organisations (World Bank, UNICEF, UNFPA, UNDP, OSCE,
IOM, etc.), several very important projects have been implemented in the field of social,
family and child protection, which have significantly contributed to raising the quality of
services, ensuring the functionality of institutions, and enhancing the competencies of
service providers in over forty communities in Republika Srpska;

the degree course in social work run by the Faculty of Political Sciences in Banja Luka was
strengthened through cooperation with the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare;

a high level of cooperation has been established with international organisations and
institutions in FBiH, while ensuring full respect for the views of Republika Srpska in plotting
the development course for its social, family and child protection system.
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
